Through their aesthetic techniques, politics, and ideas, modernist writers responded to the advent 

of the twentieth century in radical and innovative ways. Topics in Modernism introduces students 

to a range of writings, both fictional and non-fictional, as well as some examples from the visual 

arts, from around the first quarter of the century (1908-1924). 

Modernism was a multimedia enterprise, developing across various arts, political thought, and the 

sciences, as well as in literature.

• Formulate a critical overview of the effectiveness of different modernist literary modes in 

responding to the major concerns of the period.  

• Demonstrate analysis of the motives and methods employed in modernist writing and 

aesthetics.  

• Compose structured academic essays that employ the appropriate skills in scholarly 

research, critical evaluation, and proper citation
